Whereas: The TWU Local 100 of New York City was forced by the Metropolitan Transportation
Agency (MTA), Governor Pataki, Mayor Bloomberg and their Wall Street backers to strike for 60
hours on December 20-22, 2005, to defend themselves and future workers, to stop 2 tier pension
and health cutbacks, job cuts and speed-ups, poor wage offers, and massive discipline which Local
100 President Roger Toussaint characterized as “plantation justice”, and;

Whereas: The TWU Local 100 Leadership and rank-and-file defied the repressive Taylor Law —
which outlaws strikes by public employees in New York state, with outrageous fines to the Union and
individual workers, with threats of jail — and racist attacks by New York politicians and media, who
called the workers “thugs” and “terrorists” and called for the leadership to be thrown in prison, which
righteous Union defiance, in the spirit of Rosa Parks, proved the weakness of these agents of the
very rich, and won for the workers substantial wage increases, a defeat of the bosses plans to raise
the retirement age from 55 to 66 and to make new workers pay substantial amounts toward their
pension, pension refunds, a stop to the MTA’s demand for “broadbanding” speedups/job cuts, the first
ever maternity leave pay and Martin Luther King, Jr. Holiday, full healthcare for retirees (though

costing a controversial first ever 1.5% of pay contribution to health insurance), among other gains
